M The power unit is intended to be correctly oriented in a vertical or floor mount
position.

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Before Using

Before using your Personal Groomer for the first time, charge the unit for 14-16
hours for optimal performance.

1. Connect the Power Adaptor cord to the trimmer. Plug into electrical outlet.
2. The indicator light illuminates when charging.
Normal charging time is 14-16 hours. Normal run time is 30 minutes.

1. Select the guide comb that best fits your personal grooming needs.

2. While groomer is off, hook the teeth of the blade onto the guard comb first. Then
press down on the back of the comb. When the comb is properly engaged you
will hear a “click”.

3. To remove guide comb, pull the small tab on rear of comb up and away from
groomer.




Cleaning, Care and Maintenance

NOTE: Always clean groomer head regularly to ensure maximum performance
and a proper operating life.

CLEANING ATTACHMENTS WITH WATER
1. Remove Groomer Head by turning in a counter clockwise direction.

2. Rinse ONLY the Groomer Head under warm running water. Do NOT use hot
water as this might cause damage.

CLEANING WITH BRUSH
W Thoroughly brush and blow out hair clippings from Groomer Head.

OILING BLADES & CAUTIONS

M Rinsing Groomer head under water (above) requires lubricating the cutting
blades 1x monthly. Using only light-grade oils (e.g. sewing machine oil), simply
spread 1-2 drops lightly over cutters with fingertip. Wipe away all excess.

H Use only light-grade oils as these will not evaporate nor slow down speed of
cutting blades.

M Do not use hair oil, grease, or any oil mixed with kerosene nor solvent as these
too will evaporate.

RUNTIME/PERFORMANCE

M Failure to clean attachments of excess hair/dirt can result in reduced
performance and runtime.
